Translational/Bridging Travel Awards
The Society of Toxicology (SOT) is an educational organization with more than 7,000 members globally.  The Society’s members represent the broad spectrum of scientific disciplines that toxicology encompasses, ranging from the more mature fields of pharmacology, biology, chemistry, epidemiology, microbiology, molecular biology, pathology, and veterinary sciences to the emerging areas of genomics, proteomics, and bioinformatics.
As we strive to achieve our Vision of “A Safer and Healthier World,” resources have been dedicated to recognizing the scientific achievement within toxicology and to provide educational opportunities for all scientists.  To this end, Translational/Bridging Travel Awards will be given annually to assist with travel to the SOT Annual Meeting. The SOT Awards Committee will confer two awards annually to either mid- or senior-level scientists or clinicians, with at least ten years postdoctoral research or clinical practice experience. The recipients should have an active research program and/or currently be active either in the practice of clinical toxicology, medical toxicology, disease prevention, or in the application of transitional toxicology. This award consists of a cash stipend and a complimentary registration for the SOT Annual Meeting.
The award application package should include the following items:

• A brief statement indicating how the awardee will benefit from the travel fellowship;

• Curriculum vitae including e-mail address;

• Proof of membership in a Society such as the following: American Academy of Clinical Toxicology, American College of Medical Toxicology, American College of Occupational and Environmental Medicine, American Thoracic Society, American Society of Nephrology, Society for Neuroscience, American Society for Preventive Cardiology, International Society for Environmental Epidemiology, as well as other subspecialty professional societies;

• Demonstration of the ability to meet other expenses to attend the meeting (the base travel award available is $2,000 USD and a complimentary registration);

• An abstract for the meeting is optional and MUST BE submitted through the normal abstract process;

• Willingness to write an article about the experience for the SOT Communiqué and for his/her home society; and 
• Willingness to attend the Clinical and Translational Toxicology Specialty Section and the Disease Prevention meetings (held during the SOT Annual Meeting) and contribute to the process for developing ideas for scientific sessions for the following SOT Annual Meeting.
Non-SOT Members are Especially Encouraged to Apply.
